Redshirting was first coined to describe college
athletes who delayed participation in sports in order to make them more competitive.
Providing an additional year of growth and maturation is believed to provide a
competitive advantage to athletic redshirts. Parents and educators often share this
belief regarding academic redshirting.

As with any practice, parents and educators must be fully informed to make the best
decisions possible for individual children. This technical assistant packet is, therefore,
informational in nature.
